Procedure

2. Where in Recycle City where you can get information on what to do with leftover cleaning products. Why is it important that we not throw chemicals into the regular trash?

3. Visit some houses in Recycle City. List 4 hazardous wastes that can be found in those houses. 

4. Explain 2 recycling activities that Recycle City students use to help raise money for class projects. 

5. Cruise around Recycle City and write down 2 tips you can use to reduce pollution and waste that come from cars. 

6. Click on City Hall to complete the following: Mayor Turner has been elected to state government, and you are selected to replace her as the new mayor of Recycle City. What kinds of things can you do to help citizens reduce, reuse, and recycle?

7. Gas stations aren't just places to fill up the tank. Describe 2 things that Shaq’s Garage and Service in the Recycle City does to help the environment. 

8. Describe how 4 car parts that can be re-used rather than thrown away.

9. List at least 3 places in Recycle City where books are resold or reused.

10. Harlin Hazzard of the Recycle City Hazardous Waste Center wants to hire you as his assistant manager. Before you can accept the job, you must explain how hazardous wastes are identified (4 things). 

11. Click on Maria’s Market to complete the following: Imagine you manage your own supermarket. What are some things you can do to reduce the amount of waste caused by the products you sell?

 12. You've been hired to build a landfill for a neighboring community. Use Recycle City's landfill to help you with the design. Describe the 5 layers necessary to make a landfill safe.

13. Describe how families can reduce the amount of junk mail received.

14. Look at some businesses in Recycle city. Explain 2 things businesses can do to reduce the amount of waste.

15. What is the importance of composting?  Where are compost bins located in Recycle City (at least 2 places)?


16.  Evaluate Recycle City.  What features of Recycle City could be realistically implemented in real cities?  What features would be difficult to implement?  What are some strategies YOU could use at home to conserve energy and reduce waste? What did you find most interesting about Recycle City?  (5 COMPLETE sentences).
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
